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Prof. Brigitte Stern
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Procedural Background

On October 25, 2019, after consultation with the Parties. the Tribunat issued Procedural Order
No. 1 (*PO1™), setting out certain procedural rules governing this arbitration, including in respect
of hearings. Section 9.1 of PO1 established that “[a]t least one month before the hearing. a pre-
hearing organizational meeting shall be held by teiephone between the Tribunal and the Parties
in order to reselve any outstanding procedural, adminisirative, and logistical matters in
preparation for the hearing” after which “the Tribunal shall issue a procedural order convening
the meeting, establishing its place, time, agenda, and all other technical and ancillary aspects.”

On March (8, 2021, the Tribunal issued its Partial Award on Preliminary Objections. whereby it
rejected the Respondent’s Preliminary Objections (as defined therein} and decided to proceed to
the merits phase of the proceeding.

On April 28, 2021. having consulted the Parties. the Tribunal reserved the period between
December 12 and December 20. 2022 for the hearing on the Respondent’s outstanding
jurisdictional objections and the merits (the “Hearing”) and confirmed Miami, Florida as the
venue of the Hearing. On March 25, 2022, the Tribunal rescheduled the Hearing for the period
between Decemnber 8 and December 16, 2022, excluding the intervening weekend. On September
2, 2022, after several exchanges with the Parties, the Tribunal confirmed that the Hearing would
take place at the Mandarin Oriental Hotel in Miami.

On Qctober 11, 2022, the Tribunal circulated a draft of this Procedural Order and invited the
Parties’ comments thereon. The Parties submitted their comments on October 21, 2022,

On October 24, 2022, the Tribunal, the Parties and the PCA held a pre-hearing conference.

On November 1, 2022, the Tribunal circulated an updated draft of this Procedural Order, noting
that the Parties should deem the contents of the draft order to be final, subject to fixing the hearing
schedule.

On November 2, 2022, the Parties submitted their respective lists of witnesses and experts cailed
for cross-examination at the Hearing.

On November 3, 2022, the Parties indicated the order in which their respective witnesses shall
appear for examination at the Hearing.

On November 11, 2022, the Parties submitted their respective proposed schedules for the Hearing.
The Tribunal’s Determinations

This procedural order records the Parties’ agreements concerning procedural and other technical
and ancillary matters pertaining to the Hearing and the decisions adopted by the Tribunal. having
taken into account the Parties’ views, on such matters where the Parties have been unable to reach
an agreement,

Unless otherwise noled below, the rules applicable to witnesses and hearings set out in PO1 shall
apply to the organization of the Hearing.

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1 Dates, Venue and Format of the Hearing

12, The Hearing will take place from Thursday, December 8, 2022 to Friday, December 16, 2022,
excluding the intervening weekend.

13.  The Hearing shall be held at the Mandarin Oriental Miami Hotel, 500 Brickell Key Drive, Miami,
Florida 33131, USA. There will be: (i) a hearing room with an interpretation booth. (ii) break-out
rooms for Claimant, Respondent, and the Tribunal. respectively; and (iii) a waiting room that
witnesses or experts can use on the day of their testimony. The hearing room will be set-up with
microphones, a recording unit, a PowerPoint screen, a projector, additional display screens and
videoconference facilities. Wireless internet connection will also be available in all rooms for the
duration of the Hearing.

14, The PCA shall arrange a Zoom video-conference connection in case it becomes necessary for
additional Participants (as defined in Section 10 of Annex I) to join. Further details on the
applicable rules for those participants connecting by video-conference is attached as Annex I
(Protocol for Hearings Held by Video-conference).

15.  The Tribunal may in due course establish special health protocols for those participating in person
at the Hearing.

2. Participants

16. In accordance with Section 12.1 of PO1 and Article 25(4) of the UNCITRAL Rules, the Hearing
shall be held in camera. Accordingly, access to the Hearing and transcripts shall be restricted to
the members of the Tribunal, the Parties’ representatives and counsel, PCA staff. court reporters,
interpreters, and any further technical support personnel retained by the PCA in connection with
the Hearing.

17.  The Parties are each requested to provide a final list of their respective participants (with an
indication of affiliation, position and whether they will attend in person or remotely) no later than

Friday, November 25, 2022,

3. Hearing Schedule
18.  The timing of the Hearing shall be as follows:
(i) Commence each day at 9:30 AM EST

(ii)  Conclude each day at 5:30 PM EST, except on Friday, December 16, 2022 (Day 7), when
the Hearing will close no later than 3:30 PM EST.

(iii)  Total time each day: 8 hours, four breaks of 15 minutes each (two in the morning, two in
the afternoon) and one one-hour lunch break for a total of 6 hearing hours per day. The
total time for Day 7 shall be 6 hours, with two breaks of 15 minutes each in the morning
and one one-hour lunch break for a total of 4 hours and 30 minutes.

(iv)  The Parties should prepare on the basis that one hour each day will be consumed by
Tribunal questions, procedural matters, potential technical interruptions, or other
contingencies. The Tribunal commits to sitting during the timeframes indicated in this
Section. not to be available for a specific number of hours.

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The full schedule for the Hearing is included in Annex II to this order and is subject to any
changes that the Tribunal may deem necessary or appropriate to make during the Hearing. In
particular, the Tribunal may adjust the schedule of the Hearing as it deems necessary in order to
ensure an efficient development of the Hearing and that each Party has a fair opportunity to
present its case.

(a) Time allocation

In accordance with Section 9.3 of PO1. hearing time shall be divided equally between the Parties,
subject to the Tribunal’s directions. The PCA will keep a chess clock under the Tribunal's
supervision and advise the Parties daily of the time used after cach day of the Hearing or whenever
s0 requested.

In accordance with the daily schedule, each Party may use a maximum of 12.5 hours' during the
Hearing for witness and expert examination (the opening and closing statements are nof included
in such time allocation). The Tribunal reserves the remaining time for housekeeping matters and
Tribunal questions.

Time used by each Party for the direct examination and re-direct examination of the witnesses
and experts put forward by such Party, and for the cross-examination of the witnesses and experts
put forward by the other Party, shall be deducted from each Party’s allocated time. Time spent on
discussions related to a procedural objection put forward by a Party shall be deducted from the
time allocated to the Party against whom the objection is decided.

Time spent in discussions concerning administrative matters or addressing technical
contingencies and time used by the Parties or by any witness responding to questions put forward
by the Tribunal shall not be deducted from the Parties’ allocated time.

The members of the Tribunal may intervene or put forward questions to the Parties or the
witnesses at any time it considers appropriate.

(b) Opening Statements
The Parties’ opening statements will take place on the first day of the Hearing.
Each Party’s opening statement shall not exceed 3 hours. Without prejudice to the equal time
allocation and use of chess-clock system, the entirety of Day | shall be reserved for the Parties’

opening statements.

The Claimant shall make its opening statement first, followed by the Respondent’s opening
statement.

(¢) Closing Statements

The Parties’ closing statements will take place on the last day of the Hearing.

Day | of the Hearing shall be entirely reserved for opening statements. The total time available through

Days 2 to 6 of the Hearing for witness and expert examinations totals 25 hours. As regards Day 7: (i) two hours
shall be reserved for the Parties” closing statements; and (ii) all remaining time shall be reserved for housekeeping
and Tribunal questions.

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Each Party’s closing statement shall not exceed 1 hour. Without prejudice to the equal time
allocation and use of chess-clock system, two hours will be held in reserve for both Parties’
closing statements.

The Claimant shall make its closing statement first, followed by the Respondent’s closing
statement.

(d) Witness and Expert Examination

The examination of witnesses and experts shall take place in accordance with Sections 7 and 8 of
POI1.

The Parties exchanged their respective lists of witnesses and experts to be called for cross-
examination at the Hearing on November 2, 2022. In accordance with Sections 7.4 and 8.3 of
POI1, a Party that does not call a witness or expert proffered by the other Party for cross-
examination shall not be deemed to have agreed to the content of the witness statement or expert
report,

Before commencing the examination of any witness or expert, the Parties shall upload a digital
copy of that witness or expert’s examination bundle to a dedicated folder in the Box folder created
for this case and shall send a link to the folder in question to all hearing participants by e-mail.
Examination bundles need not be provided in hard copy.

On November 3, 2022, each Party submitted the order in which their respective witnesses shall
appear, which has been incorporated into Annex II to this Procedural Order. The Parties also
communicated the language that each witness and expert shall use to testify during the Hearing.

During their direct examination or presentation, experts will have access to their speaking notes,
PowerPoint presentations and/or other materials on the record they need to deliver their testimony
or presentations, During their direct testimony, the fact witness, and during their cross-
examination, the witness or expert shall not have access to any hard copy document, other than
unmarked copies of their witness statements or expert reports, with annexes and exhibits. The
Parties shall provide hard copies of these documents to each of their witnesses and experts as may
be necessary.

In accordance with Section 7.9 of PO1, the Party presenting the witness may conduct a brief direct
examination of up to 15 minutes. In the case of experts, consistent with Section 8.3 of PO1, direct
examination will last up to 45 minutes and may be given in the form of a presentation to the
Tribunal.

The witnesses and experts are entitled to request to see a full version of any exhibit or authority
on which they will be examined (i.e., they are not to be restricted to reviewing excerpts of
documents shown on a screen). The PCA will make available a printed copy of the entire record
of the arbitration in the hearing room for such purpose. Each document shall be clearly identified
by reference to its number in the record. Any evidence to which a witness or expert refers shall
be verbally identified and referenced, through exhibit numbers, for the Tribunal and the
transcribers,

The Parties shall make their best efforts to ensure that the examination of any given witness or
expert is entirely conducted within a single day.

As per Section 7.12 of POI1, unless the Parties agree otherwise, a factual witness shall not be
present in the hearing room during opening statements, the hearing of oral testimony or any

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discussions regarding oral testimony, discuss the testimony or oral arguments of any other
witness, or read any transcript or have access 1o any video or audio recording of any oral
testimony, prior 10 his or her examination. Consistent with Section 7.t 1 of PO1. after the Hearing
commences, it shall not be improper for counsel to meetl with witnesses to prepare for their
examinations provided that counsel and the witness comply with this paragraph.

As foreseen under Section 7.13 of POI, Party or State representatives who also are factual
witnesses may be present in the hearing room during the Parties’ opening statements. After the
conclusion of the opening statements, any such witness shall not be present in the hearing room
until he or she is called to testify.

4. Interpretation

Putsuant to Section 3.2 of POI, the languages of arguments to be presented at the Hearing wil
be either English or Spanish. subject to the Tribunal’s right to order the interpretation into English
of oral testimony or argument made in Spanish. In addition, Section 3.2 of POI provides that, in
advarnice of any hearing, the Parties shall confer on the language of oral 1estimony and argument
to be presented at the hearing and whether simultaneous interpretation to and from English and
Spanish is needed by either Party.

Simultaneous interpretation to and from English and Spanish will be organized by the PCA and
made available on site as well as through the videoconference platform for the days and witnesses
and experts indicated by the Parties. The Parties shall advise the PCA no later than Friday,
November 18, 2022 for which days of the Hearing they require simultancous interpretation.

In order to facilitate simultaneous interpretation and the accurate transcription of the Hearing,
speakers and witnesses shall speak slowly and with pauses between phrases.

5.  Transcription

In accordance with Sections 3.2 and 9.4 of POI, the PCA will make arrangements for English
(and, at such times when simultaneous interpretation is needed, Spanish) verbatim transcripts to
be made available on site and remotely. The PCA will circulate the connection details for the
transcript on the day prior to the start of the Hearing. Participants are encouraged to use a second
device or second screen for viewing the transcript. Final transcripts will be circulated by e-mail
at the end of each day.

6. Recording

The PCA will arrange to record the Hearing in both audio and video. The floor hearing will be
recorded by the Zoom platform. To the exient that interpretation is required. the Spanish and
English channels will be recorded separately.

No other participants. other than the court reporters, shall record any part of the Hearing. unless
the Tribunal grants express leave to this effect.
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i 4 Evidence, PowerPoint Slides and Demonstrative Exhibits

In accordance with Section 9.5 of POI, the Parties may make use of PowerPoint slides and
demonstrative exhibits during the Hearing, including during the witnesses and experts’
examinations, provided that those materials reflect evidence on the record and do not introduce
new evidence, directly or indirectly, and that the exhibit from which the referred information
originates is clearly identified in each presentation. Each Party shall number its demonstrative
exhibits consecutively, and indicate on each demonstrative exhibit the number of the document(s)
from which it is derived.

The Parties shall provide electronic copies of any PowerPoint slides and demonstrative exhibits
10 be displayed during the Hearing by e-mail and through the Box folder created for this case to
all other Participants (including the members of the Tribunal, the PCA, the court reporters, the
interpreters, and further technical support personnel retained by the PCA) at least 30 minutes prior
to their use during the Hearing. No hard copies shall be required. The Parties shall upload any
PowerPoint slides and other demonstratives in the Box folder created for this case at the latest
promptly after the conclusion of the Hearing day in which the corresponding demonstrative
exhibit is used with the required CD-__or RD-__ number.

The presentation of any evidence, authority, or demonstrative exhibit shall also be made through
the screen-sharing function of the videoconference platform in order that the speaker and the
relevant document can be seen simultaneously at all times. The Parties are encouraged to
designate one person on each side (“Document Manager™) who shall be responsible for
presentation of evidence, authority or demonstrative exhibit during the Hearing. The Parties may
also seek assistance from the technical support personnel retained by the PCA in presenting
documents during the Hearing. The Parties shall notify the PCA whether they intend to use their
own Document Manager for presentation of documents during the Hearing or if they would
require assistance in presentation of documents, by Friday, November 18, 2022 at the latest.

Pursuant to Sections 9.5 and 9.6 of PO1, no new evidence may be presented at the Hearing except
with prior leave of the Tribunal. Should the Tribunal grant leave to a Party to present new evidence
in the course of the Hearing, it should grant the other Party the opportunity to address that
evidence orally or in a written submission and to introduce new evidence to rebut it.

8. Electronic Hearing Bundle and Translations

There shall be a single Electronic Hearing Bundle in USB form, to be prepared jointly by the
Parties. Any costs associated with the preparation of the Electronic Hearing Bundle shall be split
equally between the Parties.

The Electronic Hearing Bundle shall contain all pleadings. witness statements, exhibits, legal
authorities, Tribunal decisions and orders, and correspondence with the Tribunal on file to date
in searchable version, with a unified hyperlinked index. It shall not contain any document not
previously filed. It shall be organized as follows:

57.  Following consultation with the Parties, the Tribunal shall decide after the conclusion of the
Hearing whether the submission of post-hearing briefs is necessary and, if so, shall establish their
scope, maximum length, and submission dates.

58.  The Tribunal shall also determine, after consultation with the Parties, the format and filing date
of submissions on costs.

59.  Corrections to the transcripts shall take place in accordance with Section 9.4 of PO1.

10. Costs

60. The costs of the Hearing shall be paid from the advance payments made by the Parties to the PCA.

61. Each Party shall be responsible for the costs associated with the preparation of its participants for
the Hearing (any additional equipment, necessary internet connectivity, etc.), subject to the
decision of the Tribunal as to which Party shall ultimately bear those costs.

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Annex L. Protocol for Hearings Held by Video-conference

Annex | provides the applicable rules to any padicipants attending the Hearing by video-
conference,

1. Video-conference Platform

The Hearing shall be held via video-conference using the Zoom video-conference platform, as
well as in person.

Following consulation with the Parties, the PCA may retain an external service provider to
provide additional technical support through the Hearing and, upon request, to assist with
document management.

The log-in details for the video-conference will be circulated by the PCA on the day prior to the
start of the Hearing.

Once admitted to the video-conference, and barring technical issues or other exceptional
circumstances, counsel and party representatives should remain connected throughout the hearing
days.

Each Party will make its own separate arrangements for private communication with their
respective teams during the Hearing, by instant messenger or other appropriate means,

The Parties will make use of the breakout room functions within the Zoom video-conference
platform to avoid delays associated with admitting participants to the video-conference and to
enable the Tribunal to promptly reconvene all participants following breaks.

2, Pre-Hearing Preparation

[n addition to the pre-hearing video-conference, the Parties are invited to undertake further test
calls with the PCA, consisting of different groups of participants, both prior to and following the
pre-hearing video-conference. in order to facilitate the readiness of all participants for the
Hearing.

The Tribunal may direct further videa-conference testing sessions to take place with all Hearing
participants, as it considers necessary,

3. Participants

Access to the video-conference shall be restricted to members of the Tribunal, the Parties” counsel
and representatives, PCA staff. court reporters, interpreters, and any further technical support
personnel retained by the PCA in connection with the Hearing (the “Participants™). All
participaants in the Hearing bear an ongoing duty to warn of the presence of any other person on
the video-conference.

The Parties are each requested to provide a final list of the representatives who will attend the
Hearing on their behalf no later than Friday, November 25, 2022. The Parties’ lists of
representatives must also include the Zoom user names used by any participants will join the
video-conference. to the extent that they do not coincide with their actual names (e.g. certain
participants may join from a conference room, in which case the Znom user name of the
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conference room should be indicated). Any person not included in the lists of representatives
provided by the Parties will not be admitted to the video-conference. unless otherwise decided by
the Tribunal upon request by any of the Parties.

Participants will join the video-conference through a *“waiting room™ to be managed by the PCA.
Each Party shall identify all of its representatives at the opening of the Hearing. In order to
facilitate the identification of all attendees, Participants must join the video-conference showing
a username that enables them to be readily identified (i.e., [*(C)" for Claimant or “(R)" for
Respondent] [First Name][Last Name]). Any prospective participant who cannot be identified
shall not be granted access to the video-conference, unless otherwise decided by the Tribunal
upon request by any of the Parties.

After having been identified by the PCA, Participants will be assigned to their appropriate
breakout room until the Hearing commences.

4. Recording

The PCA will arrange to record both the audio and video of the in-person Hearing. The video-
conference connection will be recorded by the Zoom platform.

5 Internet Connection and Devices

The Parties are responsible for ensuring that each of their representatives connects to the video-
conference through a stable internet connection offering sufficient bandwidth and use of a camera,
microphone, and speaker of adequate quality.

Participants should consider using a wired Ethernet connection instead of WiFi. Participants are
also encouraged to keep a smartphone or tablet, having at the minimum a 4G data connection and
mobile hotspot functionality, available as a backup internet connection at all times during the
Hearing.

A dial-in telephone audio option shall be offered as a backup option for participants experiencing
difficulties with computer audio. Certain key participants may wish to dial-in by phone in addition
to connecting through their computer, in order to be able to switch seamlessly to telephone audio
in case they should happen to be disconnected at any point.

The Parties are asked to bear in mind that
full recordings and transcripts will be available, mitigating any prejudice that may arise from the
failure of any given participant o be able to follow the entire Hearing on the video-conference
platform.
